Effect of early phonological awareness training on reading acquisition

in first grade children

Astract:

A longitudinal study was conducted on 62 children, from the third year in kindergartens through the first grade in
primary. The study aimed to investigate the impact of the training program of phonological awareness on the
development of phonological awareness and the reading acquisition. This is a program designed to develop the
ability to recognize, think about and manipulate the sound units of the language, especially phonology, for
preschool children. The results indicate the positive effect of early training of phonological awareness on the
reading acquisition in first grade children. This confirms that the implementation of the training program to develop
phonological awareness in preschool (end of kindergarten) is an effective preparation for learning written language
in early elementary school.
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
